IMPORTANT CARLINE REMINDERS: 

 
1.  Only Preschool families should have their hazard lights flashing.   

2.  Please do not “cut” or “go around” cars in the carline.  Stay in your lane!  

3.  It is never okay to come down the hill (east side) in the AM or PM and bypass 

the cars in the oncoming traffic lane.   

4.  All Preschool PM pick-ups should enter carline from the west (bank) side.   

5.  If you are not a Preschool family, please do not move up for early release 

before 3:00 p.m. with your hazards on. The Preschool staff will ask you to move.  

If you are early release, please WAIT until 3:00 p.m. to ensure all Preschool cars 

have exited before moving up.  

6.  AM drop offs: all students should be ready to exit their vehicles.   

7.  All cars should have their signs hanging from their rear-view mirrors and/or 

be clearly visible.   
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*Please keep your sick students at home. This is just as important as it was last year. Thank you for your help 
in this as we want to the keep our schools open and as healthy as possible.   
 
*For any immunization exemptions, please remember that the CDPHE has new guidelines. See the attached 
link/form to update exemptions.   
 
*If your child takes a scheduled medication or any rescue medication, please bring it to the health office as 
well as documentation with doctor and parent signatures. These forms can be found on the Monument 
Academy website under Student Support > Student Health, then find the form appropriate for your child's

*Reminder for over-the-counter medications: 
 
*Like last year, we no longer have our standing orders for OTC medications (Tylenol, ibuprofen, cough drops, 
etc.) If you would like your child to have access to these or any other over-the-counter medications, you need 
to fill out the Medication Permission Form found on the Monument Academy website under Student Support ( 
https://www.monumentacademy.net/student-support/student-health/). It must be signed by a physician. 
Bring the completed form as well as the medication and we can dispense as needed. Thank you!

On school-provided tech such as iPads and computers, there is a short-cut called either Library Catalog, 
Destiny, or Destiny Discover.  
 
On personal devices, follow the tabs to Library on the main Monument Academy website.  
 
After logging in, students may search and reserve library materials, plus look at their accounts for current 
check outs, due dates, holds, and fines.  
 
Library materials will be available at West for pickup. 
 
Materials have a two-week (14 days) check-out period; renewals for another 2-week period are always an 
option.
